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OIWGA Tips 



General:



Our ladies are here because we love to play golf and enjoy each other’s company. In order for 
everyone to enjoy the day, below are listed some rules and tips to help make the game 
something we will all continue to love. 



During the round:
A normal round of golf on a busy, fully booked course should take no more than 4 hours. 
However, if the course is open and ready play is used, that round should shorten to 3 1/2 or 3 
3/4 hours. 



Remember- Your place on the golf course is behind the group in front of you, not in front of the 
group behind you.



Play Ready Golf!!!



• The driver of the cart also keeps the score- that person should NEVER have to be the first 
one on the tee box. We do not play the honor system (except for a birdie on a previous hole). 
The first cart’s passenger should be out of the cart and ready to tee off upon arrival at the tee 
box as long as the hole is ready to be played. Use common sense to ensure safety. 



• Score the hole at the NEXT tee box. Do not give your score to the person scoring until then.



• If you are at your ball and are ready to hit, and there is another player from your group behind 
you but that person is not ready or cannot hit, state that you can hit and hit your ball.



• When you are coming to the green and you must chip on, bring all your clubs with you 
including putter and sand wedge.



• When on the green, if one player is a long distance from the hole and another member must 
still get on the green but is not ready, one player should tend the flag, so that the player on 
the green can come up to the hole.



• Do not worry who is “closest to the pin.” Putt the ball if you are ready and always putt out 
when you are very close to the hole. State your intention to mark or putt out.



• When putting, set any other clubs you have carried to the green on the cart side of the green 
so that you can quickly pick them up on your way to the next tee box. Don’t lay your clubs on 
the flag stick so that others have to move them to replace the flag.



• If you use head covers, put them back on at the next shot. Please don’t waste time putting 
them on after you hit the ball.
